Tolerance Information
  ± 5% for gauges 1/4in. up to 3/4in.

Cutting and Sawing
SIMONA HDPE can be cut using full range
of saw types. Follow recommendations by tooling
manufacturers for ‘soft plastics.’

Drilling
Standard twist drills work well. A negatively ground 
rake angle prevents drill jamming.

Turning 
Turn using as low a feed as possible with a large
cutting depth. Indexable inserts can help provide
a smooth cut.

Milling and Routing
High RPM equipment typically used for metals
works well. Feed rates between 10 and 16 per
minute are recommended.

Conduct a Pre-production Trial

without scorching or melting the material.

Hardware
Stainless steel fasteners and hardware
recommended as well as screws designed
for plastics. Allow for thermal expansion and
contraction depending on temperature.
